The horseraces ended in 1960, but by then, 
Oktoberfest had become a world-famous festival, 
spread across the world by German expats and 
beer-loving university students. 

The Oktoberfest in Munich is still celebrated on 
the Theresienwiese (Meadow of Therese), or 
the Wiesn for short, which is where the first ever 
festivities were held.

In no short historical feat, by measure of time or track, 
the aptly named Redcliffe Peninsula Line will be 
running alongside a new local bus network and will 
be fully operational beginning Tuesday, 4 October, 
ready to transport passengers every six to 12 minutes 
during peak times.

The $988 million, 12.6 km dual track line and six 
new stations are ultimately the results of tri-level 
government funding, cooperation between three 
public transportation agencies, recurring themes in 
state elections, and also the relocation efforts of more 
than 350 displaced koalas.

“For more than a decade, I have lobbied for this 
project to fulfill the promise made back in 1895 by the 
then Queensland Parliament to construct a crucial rail 
line,” State Member for Redcliffe Yvette D’Ath said.

“  Redcliffe was Queensland’s first 
settlement city and it [is] fitting more than 
192 years later, we now have built a rail line 
that connects the peninsula to Brisbane 
and honours our history,” Honourable 
Stirling Hinchliffe said.

Following an indefinite timeline derailment 
and independent audit sought by Mr 
Hinchcliffe over safety standards regarding 
the line’s traffic signalling system, the 
Redcliffe Peninsula Line is ready to pull out 
all the stops on open day.

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Moreton Bay Regional Council is asking 
local residents and business owners to 
help shape the growth of the region’s 
outdoor economy. 
Council has invited Planning and Design 
consultants to prepare a Master Plan for the 
Redcliffe foreshore that aims to grow and 
develop the economic potential of the iconic 
seaside area. The successful tenderer will be 
appointed by mid-October and will be required 
to conduct community consultation to inform the 
draft plan it presents to council.

Mayor Allan Sutherland said a growing number 
of commercial operators had expressed interest 
in establishing businesses along the foreshore, 
and the Master Plan would help shape how 
the area would be used in the future, while 
establishing a fair and transparent approval 
framework.

“More and more operators are telling us they 
want to set up shop along the foreshore, with 
every business model you can imagine, from 
mobile coffee carts, inflatable aquatic fun parks, 
kayak hire tents, outdoor massage tables, aqua 
bike rentals, and ice-cream vendors to fast food 
trucks. Itinerant and outdoor vending is a growth 
industry,” Mayor Sutherland said.

“We need a Master Plan that strikes the right 
balance between the interests of existing 
businesses along the foreshore, with their bricks 
and mortar overheads, and promoting new 
business ventures and better utilisation of our 
incredible foreshore areas.

“Some areas along the foreshore will be more 
suitable for commercial use than others, and 

some sorts of commercial activity may not be 
suitable at all, and these are all things that will 
need to be determined.”

Division Six Councillor, Koliana Winchester said 
the Master Plan project would build on work 
already done by council including a $24 million 
redevelopment, Stage 1 and 2 of Bee Gees Way 
and road upgrades to enhance the Redcliffe 
foreshore area.

“Council has already done a lot of work planning 
for the future of the foreshore with respect to 
infrastructure and aesthetics, with capital works 
already underway, so this Master Plan work 
will focus on identifying potential locations, 
opportunities, constraints and mechanisms for 
the use of the foreshore areas in the best interest 
of the community.”

“ For this reason, council wants to 
appoint a design and planning expert 
that will consult extensively with local 
residents, businesses and chambers of 
commerce to create a Master Plan that 
works for everyone in the region.
“This is about making it easier for operators 
to apply for opportunities along the Redcliffe 
foreshore and eventually other outdoor areas 
across the region, and easier for council to make 
decisions on what’s best for the community, 
because we’ll have a clear framework to guide 
our deliberations.” 

The initial Redcliffe Foreshore Master Plan and 
Activation Strategy will focus on a large area 
that includes foreshore areas in Scarborough, 
Redcliffe, Margate, Woody Point and Clontarf.

Redcliffe Peninsula dog owners have 
excellent, spacious areas for their pups 
to run free and enjoy the grass, light 
bush, sea and beach.
Apart from the multitude of footpaths around 
the coast of the Peninsula, everyone living in or 
visiting Redcliffe has a number of beaches and 
parks to take their four-legged friends for a walk 
or play.  

The Kroll Gardens on the corner of Duffield 
Road and Snook Street in Clontarf has a fully 
fenced, off-leash dog park with refillable water 
bowls for your pet, dog agility equipment for 
training, bins, a waste bag dispenser, seating 
and toilets (for you, not your dog). The park 
features lots of trees for your pup to enjoy and a 
clearing to play ball and toss a stick.

Local resident Katrina Ranken regularly visits 
the dog parks and beach with her Weimaraner, 
Wynn. 

“ The best time to the visit the dog 
park is in the afternoon when there are 
a few other people with their dogs out 
on the weekend,” says Ranken, 

“I take my dog Wynn down to have a play with 
other dogs and let her run around free off her 
leash.”

If you’re in the suburbs of Redcliffe North or 
Scarborough, there is a tucked-away little dog 
park in Bellevue Park off the Southern end of 
Sportsground Street. The park includes the 
Bellevue Park Scout Group Den, a fenced 
off dog park, a play park for children and a 
basketball court and hoop, along with lots of 
beautiful gum trees and resident cockatoos.

Head towards the Ted Smout Bridge with your 
pup and you’ll find beautiful areas to play. 
On-leash areas include any beach between 
the Houghton Highway and Woody Point Jetty, 
Clontarf and Woody Point, the beach between 
Drury Point and Queens Beach North in 
Scarborough, and any beach between Jamieson 
Park and Endeavour Park in Scarborough.

The Moreton Bay Regional Council reminds 
dog owners to be considerate of others when 
walking or exercising their dog and be prepared 
to pick up after pets. The Council provides a 
network of waste dispenser bags and disposal 
bins throughout the Moreton Bay region and in 
dog off-leash parks.

Not many of us know that Redcliffe was 
Queensland’s first convict settlement. 
As a little backwater that was used to 
send Sydney’s worst offenders, so they 
could be put ‘out of the way’, Red Cliff 
Point convict settlement lasted for only 
seven months in 1824, before finally 
being abandoned and transferred to 
Brisbane.   
And what better way to learn about this intriguing 
phase in our history than in a new movie being 
filmed right here on the Peninsula, called The 
Great Shove Off.

The 80-minute movie is the second in a series 
called Queensland History Mysteries, of 
which ‘Mutiny on the Gayundah’ was the first 
instalment, a popular hit which helped to spur the 
demand for ‘The Great Shove Off’.  

“ We received a very good response 
for our first movie – also a parody — as 
people love learning about the past in a 
clever, humorous way.”
With over 70 cast and crew members, all of 
them local, there is already a buzz amongst 
the community about this movie, which will end 
filming in November of this year.  

“Everyone has come on board, wanting to help 
out. We use a local fancy dress business to 
provide all the traditional costumes, and some 
Redcliffe businesses and the Brisbane Movie 
Makers are helping to sponsor the movie.

A word from our representatives

It is an exciting time for our 
community with the opening 
of the new Redcliffe 
Peninsula Rail Line.

I grew up in Redcliffe and 
heard that a tramway or rail 
line had been promised for 
the Peninsula from as early 

as 1890.  As the Member for Petrie from 2007 
I lobbied the then Federal Labor Government 
and Infrastructure Australia to recognise the rail 
line as a project of national significance.  On 
26 July 2010, working in partnership with Allan 
Sutherland, Mayor of the Moreton Bay Regional 
Council and my Federal and State colleagues 
we publicly announced that the long awaited 
rail line to Redcliffe would finally be built.  At 
the time, I promised the Redcliffe community 
that construction on the $1.15 billion project, 
with 12.5km of track and six stations would 
commence in 2012 and that we would be getting 
on the first train in 2016. 

As the State Member for Redcliffe since 2014, 
I have continued to work with my Queensland 
Government colleagues to deliver the new 
Redcliffe Peninsula train service and I look 
forward to joining the many Peninsula residents 
who will take the first trip between Kippa-Ring 
and Petrie stations on 3 October 2016.

October will be my second 
month representing you 
in Canberra for this new 
term of Parliament. I’m 
working with my colleagues 
to make sure our National 
Economic Plan is on track. 
This includes further tax cuts 
for small businesses to help 

create local jobs. We’re also cutting personal 
income tax to target bracket creep and reward 
hard work.

As Redcliffe locals, I’m sure we’re all well 
aware of the peak-time traffic on the Gateway 
Motorway. This is why the Federal Government 
has contributed almost $1 billion towards the 
upgrade, which will see the Bracken Ridge to 
Nudgee section widened to 6 lanes.

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The story of Cambridge House, Woody 
Point began when John Conder and his 
sister Mary arrived in Australia from 
Cambridgeshire, England c1854.   
John went to Sydney and Mary came to 
Brisbane. She ran a boarding house in Edward 
Street. After two sad incidents, John’s daughter 
Florence Matilda, who was nine years old, was 
sent to her aunt Mary Conder in Brisbane.  

After Mary’s first husband died, she married 
William Edds, a well-known coach builder in 
1885. They sold the Edward Street Brisbane 
property and bought land (2 roods, 4 9/10 
perches) at Woody Point on the corner of 
Woodcliffe Crescent and Oxley Avenue (Main 
Coast Road.)  There they built Cambridge 
House in 1891. Mary’s red cedar wardrobe that 
was transported by horse and buggy and boat 
became a talking point for guests. The property 
extended to a Post Office/Store near the jetty. 
Mary brought up Florence as her own daughter, 
and she helped Mary in boarding house life. 

In 1895, Florence married Frederick Warbrick 
in Sydney. Two daughters Lucy May and 
Florence Harina were born. Sadly, within the 
period 1904-1911, Fred, William and Mary had 
passed away.

In her Will, Mary Edds left Cambridge House to 
her niece Florence Warbrick who, with the help 

of her daughters Lucy and Ena and sister-in-
law Ella, carried on running the guesthouse.

Many advertisements appeared in the 
Humpybong and Weekly Advertiser stating:

“ Cambridge House Private Boarding 
Establishment (first from jetty). Terms 
£1 per week or 4/- per day.”
Florence was on local fund-raising committees, 
had regular church services in the dining room 
and attended to births, illnesses and deaths 
with assistance from other local identities.

The boarding house operated for nearly 40 
years. Third generation family converted the 
Cambridge House bedrooms into four flats but 
they kept the lovely old dining room with its 
fireplace and cedar furnishings. A shop and an 
office were added and functioned on the site.  
The massive wardrobe built originally for the 
first Queensland Exhibition is now a feature in 
Newstead House, Brisbane.

The Redcliffe Herald of 17 February 1971 
reported a Farewell Reunion of relatives and 
friends connected with the 80 year old Home.  
Demolition and plans for future development  
were outlined.

A centre of happiness  
and goodwill that also had

Expectations

Trains are due to finally start running 
on the Redcliffe Peninsula line 
from Tuesday October 4, but what of 
the effects on our property prices?
Spikes in property prices associated with new 
transport routes usually occur in two phases. 
The first is early on when a project is announced 
as buyers move in, aiming to capitalise quickly. 

This has been borne out by recent figures 
published by property data solutions/pricefinder 
showing median house prices in Redcliffe and 
Kippa-Ring breaking through the $400,000 price 
barrier for the first time ever at $414,000 and 
$413,000, and Scarborough over $500,000 at 
$505,000 in 2016.          

The second phase of price growth comes once 
the new transport project is in place and people 
realise its benefits, such as shorter commute 
times. This boost in prices is easier to time and 
pick, but generally the gains are not as much as 
for those who took the risk and bought earlier. 

In this second phase, studies show that the 
property values growth was most prominently 
felt within a very limited distance from the 
stations, within walking distance or around 1km. 

Beyond this zone, the effects can be negligible. 

New infrastructure is not all upside.  You can live 
too close to roads and rail and suffer rather than 
benefit. Closest to the stations and rail corridors, 
nuisance effects such as noise and increased 
traffic can reduce property prices. 

Interestingly, studies show that the 
extent to which a rail system captures 
ridership affects the extent to which 
property values are increased, and 
commute time savings contribute most 
to price increases. 
During community consultation, online surveys 
recorded almost 50% of respondents planning 
to use the new stations. Nearly 54% of the 
population travel out of the area and until now 
most people (83%) use a car. 

For this reason, conditions are favourable 
for home values in the areas around the new 
stations to jump by up to 10 per cent in the next 
six to 12 months. We predict a spike in values, 
provided the right homes are selected.
