IN COATS OF MANY

The eye-catching iridescent colours of
the Cotton Harlequin Bug (Tectocoris
diophthalmus), readily draws the
attention of passersby, especially
children.

Known also as the Hibiscus Harlequin Bug, and more
broadly as a Jewel Bug. Commonly (and accurately!)
they are called Stink Bugs. Despite this unflattering
label, they really are quite charming, happy to

wander inoffensively across your hand, if encouraged
to do so gently.

Males and females are coloured differently and
variably, though always brightly; adults and nymphs
are different too. After hatching from eggs, the
nymphs undergo many transitions, with their wings
developing further at each stage.

One of their favoured food trees in this area is the
Cotton Tree (Hibiscus tiliaceus). These are dotted
along the foreshore, and form the beautiful spreading
canopy of shade, and tangled mass of branches,
climbed by locals young and old, at Scarborough’s
Pirate Park. In the garden you’ll find them on

Hibiscus and lllawarra Flame Trees. Sap is harvested
by inserting their proboscis into young shoots and
stems.

Adults and nymphs are capable of emitting a strong
unpleasant odour excreted from a gland. Good to
keep in mind if you are planning some close contact.
Once alarmed their natural defence mechanism is
to squirt this odorous liquid, discouraging predators
from eating them. Within a group situation this
triggers nearby bugs to do the same. Their real
danger is from carnivorous insects such as mantises.

The striking colouration that is apparent to us is also
visible to birds. Once encountered a couple of times,

birds will avoid the foul tasting insect. Mantises on
the other hand, seem to be unperturbed by this
smelly feature, but due to their different visual
perceptions, the bugs are quite well camouflaged.
The perfect solution!

Maternal care is exhibited by these insects. Eggs are
laid then placed around stems by the female, who
will guard them until they hatch. This occurs in early
summer and they can readily be seen up to early
winter.

Next time you get the chance, take a closer look. Like
all encounters with nature, it is bound to leave you in
wonder.

SCARBOROUGH BARGE TO MORETON

A re-elected Palaszczuk Government
will spend $4 million to deliver a
barge landing site at Scarborough
Boat Harbour, pending a positive
business case outcome.

ember for Redcliffe Yvette D’Ath
said Labor had already committed
$400,000 to complete the business
case by the end of December.

The business case will consider a range of technical
and associated issues, such as the potential for

the barge ramp to be located outside the harbour
boundary and inside the Moreton Bay Marine Park.

“In September, a passenger-only ferry service started
operating from the Redcliffe Jetty to Moreton Island,
which was welcome news for locals and visitors alike,”
she said.

“However, there’s no doubt that many more still
fondly remember the Combi Trader, and would love a
local option for getting their car over to Moreton.”

National Parks Minister and Labor candidate for
Murrumba Steven Miles, said the Newman-Nicholls
Government released a tender in 2014 for a barge
service from Moreton Island, without a landing site
on the mainland.

“The successful tenderer never secured a suitable site
to launch from, so that tender lapsed,” he said.

“A re-elected Palaszczuk Government will combine
the two proposals — a barge service to Moreton
Island, and a launching site in the Scarborough area,”
he said.

Mr Miles said the tender would be jointly-managed
by the Department of Transport and Main Roads and
the Department of National Parks, Sport and Racing.

HIST_OR\fOF THE BEACH PAVILIONS
Ready in time for Christmas

Supplied by History Redcliffe

Early in the 1930s, in a time of
widespread economic depression,
Redcliffe Town Council decided on a
policy of improving beach facilities as

a means of attracting the maximum
number of holiday visitors to the area.
The State government had established a relief
works scheme to assist the unemployed, offering an

opportunity for local government to continue with
public works programmes.

Early in 1935, Redcliffe Town Council proposed the
construction of a jetty at Reef Point Scarborough and
new dressing pavilion at Scarborough Beach. These
were completed and officially opened on Saturday,

2 November 1935, just in time for the Christmas
holiday season.

Encouraged by the success of the Scarborough
venture, council voted to request a second loan

from the State Government in December 1936.
Dressing pavilions and other improvements would

be constructed at Sutton’s Beach, Redcliffe Jetty
Beach, Margate and Woody Point. All pavilions would
contain dressing accommodation with private lockers
and fresh water showers.

The four pavilions were officially opened on Thursday
23 December 1937. Designed by C E Plant and

built by Messrs Day and Brooks, the main pavilion

at Suttons Beach was a two-story, the three others
single-story, all constructed from brick and reinforced
concrete, with tiled roofs.

Record crowds of over 60,000 visitors over the
Christmas holiday period justified council’s ambitious
policy of beach improvements.

MARKET REVIEW
Redcliffe

As 2018 is about to get under way, we take look
back at the property market in 2017 and what
can be expected in the year to come.

here were two significant factors that affected
T the housing market locally last year; the new
infrastructure in the form of the Moreton
Bay Rail Link, and of course the rise of the southern
markets bringing many new buyers into the
marketplace, all competing for a spot here on our

beautiful Peninsula.

As you can see from the numbers below, the market
as a whole performed extremely well, with one minor
exception being Units (incl Duplexes and Townhouses
etc.) in Kippa-Ring. However, it should be noted that
there were only 37 sales recorded in that category
for the entire year, and such a low number could
affect the true accuracy of the figures. On the other
hand, although the new Rail Line has been a boon
for local house prices, it has been anecdotally noted
that some complexes and homes nearer the stations
themselves may have had either a slight dip in prices
or have stayed flat as those around increased. This
could be put down to many a thing, but most likely
would be due to the increase in noise and vehicular

activity as more and more locals take advantage of

the service.

Looking forward to next year though, the data shows
that mortgage demand from investors has slowed.
While it is reasonable to expect that this would have
some impact and may slow the market, our market
has largely seen demand over recent years driven

by owner-occupiers. If anything, less demand from
investors may make buying conditions slightly more
favourable for owner-occupiers. Of course, this does
not mean that we should expect our values to decline
anytime in the near future, but quite the opposite.

It should give you confidence that our market will
continue to keep a reasonable pace unlike the Sydney
and Melbourne markets of recent years.
