hen you think of the Redcliffe Show,
Wmost people would think of fairy

But what
about volunteers, and charity donations?

The Redcliffe Show Society was formed in 1949,
with the first show held in 1950. What many
people may not realise is that the Redcliffe
Show Society is a not-for-profit group made up
entirely of volunteers.

Putting money
back into the community.”

When asked about what she thinks is the
highlight of the show, Barbara doesn’t hesitate
to name her favourite aspect.

“It's also just a great family-oriented show,
particularly on the Friday where we put on a
special program for all the local children.”

Do not feed the birds.

| am continually receiving complaints about good intentioned persons
feeding native birds with human food. Complaints have been received
about the bird infestations in Bee Gees Way, Humpy Bong Creek, Morris
Park, Oxley Avenue, Nathan Road and other places. Many of these bird
species are pigeons, ibis and crows.

Unfortunately, there is no legislation that prohibits the feeding of wildlife,
including birds, and although Council could erect signs to discourage this
practice, past history shows that these are generally disregarded. Those
good intentioned people might not know they are doing wildlife more
harm than good.

The only way this practice can cease legally is by government legislation.
If you have any queries in relation to this matter, please direct them to the
State Government's Department of Environment and Science (regulators
of the Nature Conservation Act 1992). This Act governs the conservation
of native wildlife in Queensland.

hat is happening to our once
vibrant suburban Peninsula
small business retail sector?

That's the burning question on the lips
of many of the Peninsula’s shopkeepers.
Worried, they complain about no
customers, high rents and resultant empty
shops, creating retail ghost suburbs and
dramatically affecting their bottom lines.

A Margate local commented, "It appears
that the only retailers doing any good
now are the Opportunity Shops, and that's
because they are cheap!” "Poor Service!”
counters a Scarborough shopper.

"Peninsula retailers haven't yet learned
how to make their customers feel wanted,
by doing that bit extra for them,” she
concluded. “No, no, it's the lack of parking
that's the problem!” said a frustrated
motorist, looking for a side street park.

So is it high rent and prices coupled with
poor service and lack of parking that is
killing off the Peninsula’s mum and dad
retailers? Or are the reasons for the pain,
caused by other factors.

Fifty or so years ago, the retail sector had
its biggest shake-up, with the arrival of the
shopping centre phenomenon. It was to
be the death knell of the neighbourhood
corner store. These corner stores just
couldn't compete with the powerful
supermarkets buying power, so they
closed their doors. To counter this rapidly
expanding mega shopping monopoly,
suburban strip shopping sprang up and
created its own niche market.

The Redcliffe Peninsula has five shopping
centres at Blue Water Square, Peninsula
Fair, Kippa-Ring, Margate and the Dolphin
Centre, which all compete with a multitude
of large and small strip suburban shopping
complexes, for a market of some 55,000
customers.

Compounding this, we now have
Queensland’s largest retail complex,
North Lakes, on our doorstep! Sure, the
North Lakes customer catchment goes
well beyond Redcliffe, but locals are
increasingly tripping down the half dozen
kilometres to Mango Hill to sample its
delights. And we haven't even considered
the effect of Internet shopping either.

So we know that we are over shopped.
But for every problem there are solutions.
Attrition, however painful, is one. Local
retailers banding together to maximise
ideas and resources is another. And finally,
the most simplest of all retail strategies:
ensure your product/service is as unique
as you can get it, and that it has a clear
customer need, that your pricing is right
and your customers are always treated as
the most important people in your store.

hey call it Sunny Queensland! That's

right, we actually live in the Sunshine

State! Now | don't want to seem
like Captain Obvious, but wouldn’t this,
therefore, make Queensland an excellent
location to harness the power of the sun?

It was the late 1800's when we first discovered
that sunlight could be converted into an electric
current, and by the 1960's we were using it in
space exploration. By the 80's and 90's the use
of solar energy was common in homes, usually
in the form of solar hot water systems. This
might seem like fast progress, but as we all
know the last few technological decades have
been moving even faster.

Wendy Seeto operates Solahart Strathpine
and has seen the more recent developments in
solar power first hand.

"This sector has seen extraordinary growth,”
Wendy says.

"Solar solutions are changing at a rapid pace.
Seven vyears ago, the standard PV panel
wattage was about 190w. Today, the average
panel is around 290watts.”

Cost has also been a factor in the increasing
take-up of solar, according to Wendy, “The
bottom line is the ever-increasing cost of

energy; both electricity and gas have increased
in cost massively over the past ten years. Many
customers also want to take control of cost,
especially those moving into retirement or
those people just wanting the power back in
their own hands.”

So what does the future hold in solar? “The
future is all about Home Energy Management
Systems or HEMS. These systems will connect
all powered appliances via the Internet of
Things (IoT).” Wendy says.

The Internet of Things is the network of devices,
appliances, cars and more, across the world;
any item that is able to connect to the Internet.
There is likely to be around 30 billion objects on
the loT by 2020!

In home energy management systems, the
ability to control when appliances and other
things consume power, and where that power
comes from, can result in both a reduced cost
and an increase in convenience for users.

It's really about optimising the relationship
between the sun, the existing electricity grid,
your solar energy system, and your day-to-day
life! “Get ready because HEMS is the future,”
Wendy said.

Solar powered smart homes sound pretty cool
(or pretty warm, depending on the season). It's
exciting to imagine what the future holds!
